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Executive summary
The initial description of work and the first dissemination plan showed that ACGT had planned to organize a dedicated international project conference by month 24 of the project life time. The second dissemination plan however rethought this task as it appeared more strategic to participate to significant events to reach a larger public instead of organizing our own conference. The corresponding milestone MWP15.1 has been rescheduled to month 36.The present document D15-4 is an account of the various events and conferences that the ACGT partners have been attending, where they had the opportunity to disseminate knowledge and advances in the project to the wider community of future users.

ACGT dissemination work package, working with all the partners of the consortium as well as with the ongoing collaboration’s partners (i.e EORTC…), has been able to represent the project in a large number of conferences and workshops ensuring a very strong branding and acknowledgement of the project in the various communities of interest.

Through its original dissemination strategy where partners are all involved in the work package dissemination (WP15), the project has gained concrete branding and sound recognition internationally with the cancer and bio-informatics communities. The visibility gained ensured relevant partnerships to be created and enhanced the capacity of the project to build on the dissemination work to further drive the exploitation of the project to the success it deserves.
In the coming last part of the project, the dissemination and the exploitation work packages will work hand in hand to ensure that interested stakeholders can start considering the future exploitation of the ACGT project created applications. This will be made possible through the strong commitment of all the partners of the project onto their dissemination efforts and through the leadership of the project that has been able to help in building a coherent and strong strategy for dissemination.
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1. Introduction 

1.1 description of the dissemination Work Package (WP 15) 

The dissemination work package, lead by HealthGrid as work package leader, has the responsibility to ensure proper branding of the project toward the cancer communities, namely general public, cancer practitioners, Bio-info specialized institutes onto cancer research and stakeholders in companies, governments and scientific bodies.

The WP15 has presented a general strategy on former deliverables onto the actions to be undertaken to generate proper dissemination to the concerned communities. The strategy described has since then been reshaped and adapted to the evolutions of the project, the changes into the communities approaches, the evolution of the methods needed for better dissemination of information related to the ACGT project. 

The Initial Dissemination Plan document established the actions that will be undertaken by the WP15 for the duration of the project. This dissemination plan had foreseen activities that have been revised during the last year as to better target the communities on our communication and dissemination effort.

1.2 Description of the present document

ACGT is nowadays a project giving the best of its knowledge for the good of the research in cancer fight. It brings together human-beings competences and new technologies such as health grids.

The project always keeps in mind to formulate coherent, integrated work plan for the design development, integration and validation of all technologically challenging areas of work.

The project three leading components to be communicated upon are the following:

· the Grid infrastructure offering seamless mediation services for sharing data and data-processing methods and tools, and advanced security,

· the Integration offering semantic, ontology based integration of clinical and genomic data ,

· the Knowledge Discovery delivering data-mining GRID services supporting and improving complex knowledge discovery processes.

These are the three basic elements that ACGT needs to promote on events that show relevant to its expertise. However, several other aspects deriving from these key elements are being communicated upon, ensuring that the project is well incorporated into the state of the art onto healthgrid applications and the oncology community. Additional relevant domains include the legal and ethical aspects of the project that provides ground for several projects onto developing further legal and ethical issues and the ontology abstraction level that is a common priority in many EC and non EC funded projects. 
During the three years of existence, the project puts many efforts for widening its vision impact by developing efficient dissemination tools such as newsletters, an up to date web site and leaflets increasing the audience to the project.

Nevertheless, nothing works better than human relationships and the ACGT project knows that promotional tasks are essential to carry on its existence and move onto critical relations as to ensure future collaborations.. 

The ACGT project dissemination work package had taken the decision to host an international ACGT conference, allowing the users to meet altogether to increase knowledge sharing and enhance the project capacity for collaborations. The environment having changed with the increase in the number of international events relevant to the cancer and bio-informatics communities, users were more and more stretched between conferences, certain events being less and less attended to. This represented a serious threat to the ACGT project since dates for organizing a conference could have been redundant with other events 
Organization of scientific events and participation in conferences with the aim of disseminating knowledge and information is the responsibility of the dissemination work package (WP15). 
The first dissemination plan intended to manage annual conferences during the whole ACGT project time lapse. The first ACGT conference was to be held within the first 12 months of the project to give ACGT partners the opportunity to meet face to face “external” audiences. 
The second dissemination plan however rescheduled this task to the future as it appeared more strategic to participate to other significant events well known in the field event to reach a larger public: medical professional and researchers involved in translational research, patients and patient associations, bio-informaticians and other IT system developers, pharmaceutical company and other industry, relevant national or international initiatives, regulatory bodies and general public. 

The present document explains why the ACGT project chose to participate in some well known events instead of organizing its own conference. WP15 suggested some conferences. The ACGT partners have selected the following events: EBCC-6, UICC 08 and SIOP 08 which were the most important events on the cancer area and the most interesting for the ACGT project. 

At the same time, the document introduces events, of speakers as well as their add-value to the conference or workshop. The ACGT partners have participated at 90 conferences, meeting or summer school and 25 workshops since the beginning of the ACGT project. 

During each ACGT representation at conferences, meetings, workshop, WP 15 has developed, in collaboration with the editorial board and the management board, dissemination tools such as flyers, leaflets, poster to promote the ACGT project. 

At the end of this document, WP 15 suggests other international conferences for the coming final period of the ACGT project. This document will summarize in detail organization of scientific events and participation in conferences. It has become for the ACGT project essential to widely disseminate its results and to spread its knowledge to its main targets. It is already resulting in new partnerships (EORTC). 

1.3 The role of conferences and scientific events for dissemination and exploitation purposes

The ACGT project approach to dissemination is a shared responsibility between all members of the consortium. This means that all members are to perform dissemination activities, ensuring that contributions are made to the various means of dissemination of the project. These activities represent contribution from each of the ACGT consortium partners onto the following means for dissemination:

· the ACGT newsletter every four month 

· the contents of the website

· the distribution of news for further inclusion on the ACGT website by the WP15 leader

· the production of promotional material (leaflets, posters…)

· the production of conferences and events publications

· the publications on major advances in the project

· the participation to conferences and events

· the participations to workshops

This innovative approach having all the partners working under the coordination of the WP15 leader onto the dissemination work package, allows very up to date information dissemination both in special participation to events (presentations, demonstrations…) and in other workshops and conferences where ACGT partners are present. The latest allows the ACGT project to be represented in many more events allowing further dissemination to other communities and projects.
2. Dissemination strategy 

2.1 The original strategy description 

The ACGT project strategy over dissemination aiming at establishing proper branding of the project through the dissemination of the developments of the project was made to allow users communities and stakeholders to gain awareness of the ACGT project. 

The aim is therefore not only to disseminate but provide the opportunity to engage the communities into real partnerships that would be of benefits to the patients by using the ACGT infrastructure in the future to tackle the needs of the cancer community at large. 
The initial work plan for dissemination: In the initial work plan, the ACGT consortium decided to organize an ACGT conference during the project lifespan to allow all stakeholders, user communities in cancer research and treatments to meet each other and gain further understanding of the ACGT project components. 
The workshop was therefore planned for the patients and practitioners from cancer communities and the bio-informatics communities to come, ensuring the ownership of the project by the users as well as a strong awareness within the communities.
The changing environment for conferences attendance: with the multiplication of the numbers of conferences worldwide has leaded the ACGT consortium to reconsider organizing its own conference. While many projects are being created each year onto disciplines of interest to the ACGT project, many of these projects have either created their own annual conference or decided to participate in the major events of interest to the cancer communities. 

Organizing an ACGT international conference seemed of limited interest in the light of the number of international events already existing. Most of the project conferences receive very little visitors due to the facts that there are nowadays too many events to attend each year and that the major conferences are being now so well used to organize the venue for major actors into the community.

As ACGT did not want to further stress the capacity of the Cancer user communities with an additional conference to attend, therefore taking the risk to have little attendance from key stakeholders, we have decided to cancel the organization of such a conference. 

Instead, the ACGT consortium management decided that the WP15 would ensure better dissemination in having members to participate in existing major conferences with presentations, posters, participation to discussions and production of promotional material for distribution in these events. 
2.2 Modification of the dissemination strategy

Modification of the strategy: meeting the targeted users’ communities in their conferences instead of trying to force them to attend ours...

The strategy therefore had to be adapted to allow the project dissemination targeted communities to be in contact with the project in the scope of their already existing engagement with conferences and workshops. 
This allows the users not to have the feeling of being forced to attend yet another essential event but to reasonably get a chance to meet ACGT partners from their communities as to get the more adapted message onto the tools, the status of the project and the eventual impact it could have in the near future. 
Collaborations and future partnerships have been done through the modified strategy allowing the ACGT project to believe that the dissemination has been strongly efficient in ensuring that the project “flagging” and the visibility of this EC co-funded project is made to end users.
Relevance of events ACGT participated to: The ACGT consortium is strongly rooted in the various communities through its individual members. Thus, the consortium members representing various communities are further enhancing our capacity to communicate with the right persons at the right time.
However, to avoid doubling the efforts and to ensure a coherent action of dissemination, the WP15 is analysing with the partners what events are relevant and should be attended, putting a strong emphasis on preparing as a joint action the participation to events. This has showed relevancy and participate in choosing only the events that are to be relevant for the consortium, making the best use of the resources allocated to the dissemination partners.

Events have therefore been selected through consultation with the management of the project, selection being made thinking about the priorities to the project and the expected outcome. Proceedings written by members of the consortium show the relevance after the participation and this allows constant refining the list of events we are participating to. This is done following recommendations from the D15-2 and its revision.  

2.3 Strategy for dissemination until the end of the project 
The dissemination work package strong of its experience will continue on its current trend, providing ground for the newly created applications of the project and the training activities to spread information about advances. We will therefore be very present with disseminating knowledge, ensuring that the communities are receiving proper information. This will allow the dissemination of information to be targeting event better the end users with messages adapted from the new developments 
Strong of the experience the WP15 has gained; it now is in the phase for creating further opportunities with the WP16 targeting better the messages to be addressed. The already strong collaboration between WP15 and WP16 (exploitation) can now be enhanced so that exploitation of results and discussions with commercial potential partners are addressed with the latest developments. The natural development of an exploitation scheme getting supported by a strong dissemination is now becoming a reality and all partners to the consortium are delighted to get further involved with the WP15 and WP16 to create new opportunities.
3. Conferences, Workshops, and events 

3.1 Conferences with ACGT presentation 
3.1.1 EBCC (European Breast Cancer Conference) 

EBCC (European Breast Cancer Conference) is the only conference that involves all the major players in breast cancer. The conference encourages interaction and collaboration between clinicians, scientists and patients in a partnership of equals to not just talk about scientific advances, but also the ethical, social, political, and practical issues associated with caring for patients with breast cancer. EBCC-6 is expected to attract over 5000 delegates from around 90 countries worldwide 

EBCC is sponsored by the Breast Cancer Group of the European Organization for Research and Treatment of Cancer (EORTC), the European Society of Mastology (EUSOMA) and Europa Donna - the European Breast Cancer Coalition and is organized under the co-ordinating umbrella of the Federation of European Cancer Societies. The conference includes presentations on all aspects of breast cancer, such as new developments in basic science and treatment modalities, prevention, screening and diagnosis, psychological and social issues, the role of complementary therapies, quality of life, the role of patient advocates, and the impact of breast cancer on families, communities and society.

The conference covers the entire spectrum of breast cancer and highlights what is new across fields as diverse as: 

· New tools for developing smarter breast cancer drugs. These tools may use nanotechnology or IT infrastructure as the Oncosimulator in the ACGT project to stop breast cancer from developing. This topic allows determining the perspective of where we were; where we are today; and where we are likely to go tomorrow. Effectiveness or cost-effectiveness as the criterion for new treatments? The number of published economic evaluations has increased dramatically during the past decades, but the number of studies performed for different drugs varies substantially. The objective of this part during the EBCC-6 conference was to analyze the amount of cost-effectiveness evidence for new drugs.

· Young women and fertility in breast cancer. This topic introduces that chemotherapy regimens used for the treatment commonly affect fertility and cause premature ovarian failure. There have been recent advances in the field of fertility preservation, which can allow many of these breast cancer survivors to have children in the future. This topic introduces the breast cancer advances that will make possible a better handling of the future of breast cancer patients regarding their fertility.

· New imaging techniques for tailoring therapy it goes into treatment models designed to facilitate the tailoring of therapy to specific populations and the integration of techniques from what often seems like disparate theories.

· How can Europe afford to treat breast cancer? In recent years, there's been an explosion of life-saving treatment advances against breast cancer, bringing new hope. This part of the EBCC-6 conference introduces solution to treat breast cancer. 

· Lifestyle and survival after treatment for breast cancer. Understanding the consequences of diet and lifestyle on breast cancer survival is important to survivors of breast cancer who want to make choices to improve the length and quality of their lives. Far too little is known about the effects of diet and lifestyle after diagnosis on breast cancer survival.

The workshop is targeted at both young (including trainees) and experienced radiation oncologists, physicists and radiation technologists, as well as other interested parties, who need an updated overview of clinical, technical and biological issues related to the state of the art practice of in the ACGT project of breast cancer.

3.1.3. SIOP 2008, 2-6 October 2008

3.1.4. HealthGrid International Conference, Chicago, Illinois, USA, 2-4 June 2008 

The HealthGrid international conference gather communities in health, bio informatics and other fields of activities such as nuclear physics who are working on health related applications to the Grid, commonly called healthgrids. This event is the occasion for ACGT to present the advances in the project to the wider health communities involved in healthgrid applications. The community, member of HealthGrid, represents 450 organization and research centres with interest in the wide field of activities of healthgrids. The WP15  representative included a presentation of the ACGT project during the conference and discussed further applications, ensuring dissemination of the project at large as HealthGrid is in charge of dissemination for ACGT.
We plan to do the same during the HealthGrid international conference in Berlin, June-July 2009 and this time, the ACGT project will have a workshop with training sessions to users. This will be a culminant point showing the ACGT achievements so far and a great reward for the projects members as this shows that all the work produced so far is now showing successes. . 

3.1.5. OGF25/EGEE User Forum 4 in Catania, Italy 

The OGF/EGEE User forum was held in Catania, Sicily in February 2009  providing the opportunity for all partners from the OGF25/EGEE partners to gather and check the advances on grid technologies, bringing together the various Grid technologies user’s communities. Yannick Legre and Baptiste Grenier from HealthGrid were present and participated in discussions where they had the occasion to present the ACGT project to members of the communities. 4th October 2007 was an ACGT Workshop (FORTH/FhG/UMA) in the context of EGEE 07 conference in Budapest; the presentation’s title was “Knowledge Discovery Services and Workflows”. This workshop attracted 15 researchers. 

October 2007 was the 3rd International CViT (NCI-ICBP) Workshop in the Massachusetts General Hospital in Boston, USA for Research. (https://www.cvit.org/node/247). The ACGT representative was ICCS. 

9th November 2007 was a workshop named « le Logiciel libre en évolution: EUPL – GPLv3 », JuriTic, Namur for Professionals. In addition to the 70 participants, the ACGT partner FUNDP participated to this workshop. December 2007 was the ACGT presentations were given at the Institute of Bioinformatics and Applied Biotechnology in Bangalore, India and at Philips Research in Bangalore, India. 50 persons were involved at this workshop. 

3.3.3 Workshop in 2008

18th June 2008 in Berlin it was IT-Infrastructure and quality management of TMF-Telematikplattform für medizinische Forschungsnetze <http://www.tmf-ev.de/> for scientists and researchers (Fatima Schera). The main goal pursued by the TMF IT infrastructure and quality management working group is therefore to support working procedures in medical research networks and contribute to quality assurance.

19th June 2008 in Fodele – Crete, it was Fidis interdisciplinary doctoral consortium. The workshop focused on the technical, ethical and legal implications of new and emerging technologies in the medical and health sector, biometrics, bio-databases, processing of medical and health data, human implants, profiling etc. This event was held in co-operation with the ACGT (Advancing Clinico Genomic Trials on Cancer) project (www.eu-acgt.org/) to encourage exchange of information, dissemination and cross fertilisation. This workshop was for Professors and Senior Researchers (Nikolaus Forgó was the ACGT representative) - http://www.fidis.net/press-events/2008-fidis-events/interdisciplinary-doctoral-consortium/. 

4th July, 2008 in Kiel, Germany was the Die datenschutzrechtliche Auditierung von Biobanken. Voraussetzung, Kriterien, Vorgehensweisen” (“Data protection audit in biobanks: Pre-conditions, criteria, procedures) for the German Bioinformaticians and Scientists introduced by Regine Kollek and Imme Petersen. 

21st - 22nd of July 2008, in Lausanne, Switzerland was the ACGT Workshop. 15 Clinicians, IT people or researchers participated to this international event (Thierry Sengstag / Norbert Graf, Anca Burkur…).

23rd – 24th September 2008 in Istanbul, Turkey, was the 3rd International Advanced Research Workshop on In Silico Oncology: Advances and Challenges for Clinicians, scientists and researchers. The workshop aims at contributing to the shaping of the emerging field of in silico (computational) oncology (http://www.3rd-iarwiso.iccs.ntua.gr/). 

27th September 2008 in Freiburg, Germany was the Workshop of the Comprehensive Cancer Center (CCC) for Clinicians, scientists and researchers.

21th October 2008 it was the sixth edition of the GenOuest bioinformatics platform its workshop took place at the INRIA Rennes-Bretagne Atlantique research centre. The goal of OUEST-genopole was to support research in genomics and post-genomics and helped create new biotech companies. This support can be achieved by technological platforms: sequencing, proteomic, transcriptomic and bioinformatics.

28th October, 2008 in London, was «Italy – UK  E-Oncology ». It was an international workshop for Clinicians, scientists and researchers organized by IEO and milan Polytechnical University. A crisp clear morning greeted the attendees at 39 Grovesnor Square as Italian and British scientists and health database experts alike gathered to exchange ideas regarding the online sharing of cancer data: Not just within their respective countries, but also internationally. 

October 23-24, 2008 the First Transatlantic Workshop on Multiscale Cancer Modeling ,  took place in Brussels, Belgium, EU within the framework of the ICT BIO 2008 event   organized by the European Commission (EC) . The workshop was supported by the US National Institutes of Health (NIH)  – National Cancer Institute  (NCI) and the European Commission (EC). Important organizational roles were played by the EC funded research project Advancing Clinico-genomic Trials on Cancer (ACGT)   and in particular by its action Technologies and Tools for In Silico Oncology  as well as by the NCI funded research project Center for the Development of a Virtual Tumor (CViT). The event was technically co-organized and co-chaired from the US side by Tom Deisboeck, MD (Massachusetts General Hospital, MGH) and from the EU side by Georgios Stamatakos, PhD (National Technical University of Athens, NTUA) working in the ACGT project.

27th November 2008, it was the EUROGENE eTEN project: Mid-term Workshop "Personal Genetics in the Clinic" in Athens. Stelios G. Sfakianakis presented the following presentation "ACGT: A Semantically-Enabled Infrastructure in support of Clinical Trials and Post-Genomic Research". In this presentation the objectives and vision of the ACGT project were briefly presented. Subsequently the inherent technological challenges were discussed and how the ACGT tries to address them by the definition of a service oriented, grid enabled and ontology based architecture. The platform was over viewed with emphasis given to the semantic mediation process, the anonymization process, the Master Ontology on Cancer, the semantic annotations of resources (data, tools, and services), and the high level integration of tools and data. The audience was around 20 persons and was comprised of software engineers while the majority were biologists, biochemists, and medical doctors.

4. Future dissemination events 

At the beginning of the ACGT project, it has been decided to allocate 20.000 € for organizing an event before the end of the project. However, this budget is not enough to organize our own project’s conference. Consequently, we have decided to participate to major conferences regarding biomedical research, Cancer, IT... From these 20.000€, 5.000€ are dedicated to dissemination material printing and the other part will be used for the attendance costs at these conferences (booth rent...)

It is important to add that all the conference budget participation is flexible according to the event and the kind of participation. If ACGT participates as exhibitor, the costs will be higher, because of the space renting, than the costs allocated to the participation as organizer of a workshop.

At this moment we have spent around 10 000 Euros between EBCC-6 in Berlin and UICC in Geneva (with publications) and will make the remainder available for participating in other conferences and events where we will be needing to rent booth for demonstrations and other dissemination activities. Until the end of the ACGT project, HealthGrid will continue to inform the ACGT partners (using the website) regarding event which can be interesting for the project and the management board will be reviewing the opportunities, ensuring the relevance of the events for the project prior to participation. . 

All partners will continue to disseminate the project with workshops, talks, presentations, exhibitions in conferences and regular publications will continue being made. 
Moreover, we will try to link the European and Japanese ICT communities using the Euro-Japan ICT cooperation and the ACGT Japanese collaborators. Currently, we observe the Japanese conference which can be interesting, we can suggest the following:
