1. Timeline

Concerning D 10.1 and D 10.2 we agreed on the following timeline in this meeting:

2. Scheme for data flows and pseudonymization
During the meeting a (preliminary) scheme of the data flows and of the pseudonymization of data within the ACGT project was developed.
The basis of this scheme is a double pseudonymization of the patient’s data:

1. At the local hospital

2. At a trusted Third Party.

This system shall help to ensure compliance with applicable data protection regulation. Neither a researcher within ACGT nor the Trusted Third Party shall be able to de-anonymize the patient’s data without the local hospital.
The local hospital shall stay responsible for compliance with applicable data protection regulation in the particular hospital.

Brecht made a drawing of this scheme, that was further elaborated by him and Jean-Marc after the meeting:
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A discussion about upcoming legal problems followed the development of this scheme.

1. Contracts will be needed to get access to the ACGT database:
