Dissemination (WP15)

What has been aiming by this WP?

Dissemination is guidance for using and communicating knowledge throughout the project. Although the project is aimed to three main groups (general, scientific and medical), the messages have been distinguished and the objectives are aimed to the different following dissemination groups: medical professionals, patient organisations, specialists in data and other IT system developers, pharmaceutical companies and other industry.

This WP wants the dissemination targeted, available and as clear as possible.

Why?

The WP15 wants to get the integration and the transformation of data into information, and finally information into knowledge. That is the reason why information has to be accessible to all targets listed in the first paragraph above.

The ACGT project gives to all the opportunity not only to widen information at large but also to accelerate therapies in reduction of cancer and meet the demands of each individual care needs. Many objectives are willing to get achieved such as convincing the medical professionals to adopt the ACGT infrastructure.

How to achieve the dissemination?

As said above, the audience has to be wide expended from academic work groups like medias, biomedical industries but also patients, clinicians, scientists and researchers. It is important to consider that the message has to be really adapted in the dispatching to all the different countries.

Indeed, all the communication ways have to be used in order the message to be well-interpreted. Ways like websites, conferences, events organisations or even mailing lists are significant and meetings are very important ways to evaluate and identify its success.

How to get involved the targets into the projects?

The main messages of ACGT are translating the real will of the project to settle its objectives and to manage the existing challenges such as the lack of grid infrastructure on medical sites. To this problem, the ACGT will facilitate to run clinical and genomic trials by physicians and also to provide an infrastructure which would be used also by basic researchers.

Regarding relevant national or international initiatives, the integrative nature of the platform and the benefits are gained through its use.

The bodies with regulatory functions get messages in a particular matter. Indeed, some values have to be very clearly disseminated toward these communities: especially the European legal and ethical rules and guidelines but also the building of confidence into the argument about the level of security implemented in the ACGT technologies.

This WP will use several tools in order to well-communicate the project such as: websites (http://www.eu-acgt.org), mailing lists, knowledge base, newsletters, ACGT conferences, events, publicity material, media relations or even documentation.

What will be the main activities of this work package?

During month T0+12 an T0+30, this work package will be focused on:

· adapting, maintaining and improving the external web site to the specifics targets,

· adding new tools to the intranet to improve the dissemination effort,

· producing material for specific targets.

Finally, WP15 and its partners work closely, exchange their data and contribute to the management of the project to get it to success.

Objectives

However we need to keep users already involved in the “ACGT community”, the main objectives of this work-package are to disseminate about results of the project.

Description of work

T15.1 External website

The support of mail lists and website have based collaborative tools in order to enable notification, communication and to encourage the formation of specialist groups. Other tools will be developed in collaboration with the WP16.

T15.3 Events organisation, participation and presentation

This task takes in charge the organisation of presentations at a large number at relevant meetings of researchers as well as businesses and governmental meetings. This task will also use the Commission’s agreement for maximising cooperation and possibly incorporate achievements from other related projects in the area of Biomedical Informatics. There will also be cooperation with related running EU funded projects in order to organise joint events and activities.

T15.4 Partnership Programmes

It has been well-established for public and academic groups to practise the development and the use of advanced technology for practical applications into the creation of Partnership Programmes which are reaching out already defined communities of potential beneficiaries. These programmes allow very efficient customised channels for communication in both directions, eliciting advice and sharing issues and technologies. These are often more efficient than large open international conferences because they have been establishing and building a long-term relationship.

T15.5 Project conferences

Each year there will be one event bringing together the ACGT Project partners, users, and potential users at a wide open conference. Moreover, each year there could be also an open event aiming the wider European community of users and potential users of the ACGT Project technology and service. These meetings will provide showcases targeting attraction and information decision makers from industry, government, and research organisations. It is possible that such events would benefit from being collocated to a major and influential event.

T15.6 Publications production & dissemination

This task concerns the production and the dissemination of publications, such as press releases, introductory brochures and papers. The project will work with DG INFSO providing input to their publications as appropriate.

T15.7 Internal website

An internal website and web based collaborative tools will be provided to facilitate good internal communications between the partners.
